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Guidance-oriented
education,
the Italian challenge

In December 2022, the Ministry approved new
Guidelines for the guidance of students (Linee
guida per [l'orientamento) which aim at
strengthening the connection between lower
and upper secondary education, tackle early
school leaving and promote access to tertiary
education.




The contents of the law

From the 2023/2024 school year, 30 hours of
guidance are introduced in lower and upper
secondary schools, organised in modules
(learning units) and managed autonomously
by the school. Each guidance module
involves tailor-made learning that is
recorded in the student's digital portfolio (E-
Portfolio).




Tutors and guidance teachers

* Each school identifies tutor teachers to help
students review key parts of each personal E-
Portfolio and to help families in their choice of
educational paths and/or career prospects.

* In the coming years, guidance will be a strategic
priority within the initial training of teachers of all
grades and in the induction year, and specific
training initiatives will be planned for tutor
teachers.

* On an experimental basis, 'training campuses' will
be set up to offer a complete overview of all
secondary study paths.




The Unica platform for students,
teachers and families

* Students and families will be able to make use of
a digital platform that provides information and
data on upper secondary education, on tertiary
education and data useful for the transition into
the world of work.

* Finally, schools will provide specific references to
leaving students that will facilitate the choice
between continuing their studies or entering the
work market, while at the same time facilitating
the match between students' skills and the
demand for work.




USR Abruzzo actions: the
school guidance curriculum

The task force for Orientation and the
Territorial Educational Team of the Regional
Education Office for Abruzzo have developed a
structured proposal for the organization and
implementation of a vertical and
interdisciplinary curriculum aimed at fostering
orientation skills in students. This approach
seeks to ensure educational and training
continuity across different school levels, with
the goal of developing both transversal and
specific skills in students, as well as facilitating
the creation of an orientation pathway by the
teaching staff and class boards.




The vertical curriculum

The Vertical and Interdisciplinary Orientation
Curriculum consists of Learning Units alighed with
corresponding learning outcomes, with the goal of
achieving an integrated orientation approach. The
curriculum defines the learning outcomes for each
academic year, from the first year of lower
secondary education to the final year of upper
secondary education. Orientation skills are
articulated with a progressively increasing level of
complexity and detail. The document, therefore,
outlines the development of interdisciplinary
Learning Units linked to learning outcomes and
practical activities, such as individual projects and
real-world tasks, to support experiential learning.




Artificial intelligence& guidance

The Curriculum is also developed in a digital
format (spreadsheet) to enable the
customization of the orientation pathway. The
spreadsheet allows users to select options in
each field and generate a prompt to be used with
an Al platform to structure a tailor-made
Curriculum.
